John Holland were recently awarded the contract to deliver the 
station. They will employ approximately 70 workers.  John Holland will work closely 
with the Department of Transport and Metro on the project. 
The Department of Transport would like to thank those who participated in the 
naming competition for the new train station at Cardinia Road. Over 200 suggestions 
to name the new station were received. A name will be selected later this year in 
accordance with their Guidelines for Geographic Names. 
The community is advised that there will be a pedestrian underpass between the 
northern and southern sides of the rail line to provide a safe link for commuters for 
its opening late in 2011.

Spring time is the ideal time to pop in your tomato 
seedlings.   
The warmer weather is the ideal time to plant tomatoes. If you don’t 

have the space , pots will be fine! What you’ll need to grow tomatoes: 

 Compost 

 Good Quality Potting Mix (if planting in pots) 

 Seasol 

 Stakes (for taller growing varieties) 

 Fertiliser - Debco Phostrogen Tomato Food 

Pick a sunny position in a protected area. Prepare your soil by digging 

in some compost to your planting hole. To make your plants even more 

resilient to pests and for better flavour, add a pinch of sulphate of potash 

at planting, and occasionally while your plant is growing. Add some 

Seasol to your seedling and water well.  As your plant grows try and 

have one main central leader growing which will be your main stem. 

Feed  your tomato when you begin to get your first truss appearing. Be 

careful not to over feed as you will get masses of foliage and less fruit.
